The Raid of Nassau (March 3—4, 1776) was a naval operation and amphibious assault by American forces against the
British port of Nassau, Bahamas, during the American Revolutionary War. The raid, designed to resolve the issue of
gunpowder shortages, resulted in the seizure of two forts and large quantities of military supplies before the raiders drew
back to New England, where they fought an unsuccessful engagement with a British frigate.
